ARMOR POLY® FILMS 
ARMOR POLY® Films are fully recyclable.  There are a couple of key activities that need to be 
completed for a recycler to accept this material and find it worth the recycling efforts. 

1. Cleanliness of bags and films.  The bags or films cannot have oil residue, 
contaminants such as papers, wire tags, or other foreign matter in the bundle.  In 
order for a recycler to pick up film it must be clean. 

2. Weight/Compaction.   In order to maximize a truck/trailer, the bags or films must be 
bailed or compacted in some manner in order to maximize weight.  If the bags are 
simply placed inside a bin and not compacted or bailed, the load will be very light 
and will not make economic sense for a recycler to collect.  A recycler will also want 
bails to be palletized for collection.
